The student must plan to attend an institution of higher learning during the 2008-09 school year.

Purpose: The purpose of the Trinity Graduate Scholarship is to

Eligibility: The Trinity Graduate Scholarship is awarded to a high school senior or home-
schooled graduate who will be attending a college or technical school in the year 2008-09. The
student must be a graduate of Trinity Academy formerly Trinity Lutheran Elementary School.
The winner must make every attempt to appear at the Trinity Elementary School graduation and
briefly address the 5™ grade students. The funds will be transferred to the recipient of the
scholarship.

Scholarship: The amount available for the scholarship varies from year to year, as it is dependent
on the availability of funds. For the academic year 2008-09, the Selection Committee anticipates
that the award will be in the range of 500.00.

Deadline: To be considered for the scholarship, the student must mail the application to the
Selection Committee by March 22, 2008. The selection committee will make every effort to
notify the winner no later than April 5th.

Selection of Winners: The primary basis for selection of the scholarship winner is an original
essay on .

Beyond a minimum C grade point average, scholastic achievement is not a factor in selection of
the scholarship winner. In addition financial need and extracurricular or community activities are
not factors in the scholarship selection process.

Essay: Applicants are asked to write an essay on . The original submittals
must be one to four double sided, double-spaced, typed pages with 1-inch margins. Entries will
be judged on content, originality and form (grammar, spelling and punctuation). You must
submit five copies of your paper with the application.
