Parental Involvement:

I believe a good parent-teacher relationship is necessary for maximum school success.  There are many ways in which you can be involved in your child’s learning this year.  The most important ways are the daily tasks or signing your child’s assignment book, looking through your child’s homework, asking questions about what we are doing in class, helping to develop good study habits with your child, and reading all the information that is sent home to you.  Communication is crucial for your child’s success.  Throughout the year, I will communicate with you through notes, telephone calls, weekly newsletters, progress reports and our class website.  Some notes may be written directly in your child’s assignment book.  You can best communicate with me by e-mail, phone, voicemails, and written notes.  I recommend using the assignment notebook so the notes are not lost.  Remember, written notification is needed for absences, changes as to how the student gets home (bus, walk, friend, ride, etc.), medicine, and other important issues.  Also, there will be opportunities for you to volunteer with the class during the year.  Please let me know if you are interested in volunteering!

Library Cards:

We will be visiting the Hudson Library once a month.  I will write on the weekly and monthly newsletters when we will be going to the Library.  Most books are due in three weeks; therefore, the students will need to return their books to the Public Library.  If your child would like to recheck a book out, you can go to www.more.lib.wi.us and recheck the book out as long as you do not owe more than $10, the book is not on a wait list and you have not renewed it twice.  Please send your child’s library card to school.  A copy will be made and the card will be returned.
Phone System:

You may reach me at school by dialing the school number 

(386-9349). Messages may be left on my voice mail by dialing 30 at the prompt.  I check my voice mail in the morning.  Please leave me a message with Mrs. Beer during the school day.  Ideal learning takes place with minimal interruptions. 

Snack:
Your child will need to bring his or her own snack each day.  Please make sure not to send sweets like cookies, candy, cake, etc.  Healthy choices make a much better snack.  Milk will also be available during this time if your child wishes.  
Birthday Treats:

You are welcome to send birthday treats with your child.  We have 24 students.  Please send any supplies needed to serve the treat (cups, napkins, plates, etc.)  If your child has a summer birthday, we will celebrate his or hers half birthday.  Please remember to send store purchased treats without peanuts. 

Morning Meeting:

We will begin each day with a morning meeting.  Smiles, announcements, news, and devotion will set the pace for our day.  Please have your child to school on time or they will miss the opportunity to participate.

Reading:

Daily reading at home will be an important part of your child’s third grade reading program.  As you know, every minute your child spends with a book brings him or her closer to becoming a fluent reader.  Reading to, or along with your child is highly encouraged!

Every day your child will be practicing reading skills in a reader’s workshop setting.  He or she will be learning and practicing strategies individually and in small groups to help improve comprehension and fluency when reading.

Books will be made available to students from the classroom library and the public library.  Students may also choose to read books from home, but the books chosen by your child must be what we call “just right” books.  In helping your child select a “just right” book, try the “five finger rule.”  As your child reads, have them count on one hand any unknown words.  If there are five or more different unknown words on a full page, the book is too difficult for your child to read alone, although, you may still want to read it aloud together.

Your child will need to keep a Home Run Reading log of books read at home.  Students are required to read at least 20 minutes each night (including the weekends). Throughout the year, the student body will be working towards different reading goals.  When the students read a certain amount of minutes and make it to first, second, and third base, a fun reward or activity will be given.  Each month you will receive a new monthly Home Run Reading log in your child’s Thursday folder.  It is important your child completes and turns in their reading log each month as it will be part of their reading grade and counts towards his or her participation in the Home Run Reading activities.  Parents will need to sign their child’s reading log each month.

Spelling:

We will be having a spelling test every Friday of the week.  Students will bring home their new spelling list on each Thursday in their take-home folders.  Please help study with your child at home for their spelling tests.  

Letter Grades:

Third grade is the first year in which students will receive a letter/percentage grade in both math and spelling on their report card.  Therefore, it is very important that your child completes and turns in all assignments for these subject areas.  Points will be given.

Late Homework Policy:
I allow students one additional day to complete homework before points are deducted from assignments.  After the one additional day, one point is taken off for each day it is late.  If your child is sick, arrangements will be made to help your child make up homework. 

Homework:

I believe homework is an important part of classroom learning.  Homework will be given on various weeknights. Homework assignments will be placed in take-home folders at the end of the school day.  Please check your child’s folder each night and offer assistance when needed.  Students should place homework back into the folder when completed so it is not lost or forgotten.  If a student does not finish their assignment during class work time, he or she will be given that as homework for the night to be completed for the next day.

Assignment notebooks will also assist in helping students to remember and keep track of assignments. The assignment notebook will be placed in a  1-in binder along with their daily TAKE HOME FOLDER.  Please check assignment notebooks each night and sign them so I know they have been looked over. If there are any problems with this homework process please let me know. Homework is meant to enhance classroom learning, not to be discouraging. Homework in addition to nightly reading should take no more than 30 minutes. We are working to build good study habits and organization! Also, please remember that third grade is a “transition year” where expectations are higher! 

Behavior:  
The class will discuss and agree on a list of classroom expectations.  Everyone has rights and responsibilities including the right to live safely, the right to learn the responsibility to be polite, honest and to use their time wisely.  Each child will begin the day with 4 colored popsicle sticks and when rules are forgotten a stick will be taken and a consequence will follow.

Book Orders:
Each month I will send home a selection of book club orders for you to look over.  You are not obligated to order anything, but if you wish to, please order ONLINE or fill out each order form (including your child’s name) along with ONE CHECK (no cash) written to Scholastic Book Club and returned in your Take Home Folder by the due date given.  Orders usually take about 2 weeks to come in.  Books ordered will be sent home in your child’s schoolbag unless indicated otherwise.  

Thursday Newsletter:

I will send home a newsletter every Thursday with your child.  It will include the next week’s spelling words and notes from me.  Please check for the newsletter each week and contact me right away if you have any questions.  The newsletter will also be available on my school website.

Star Student:

We will have a star student each week.  I have attached the schedule for the week when your child is assigned to be Star Student.  All of the posters should be returned to school by September 16.  They may want to include information about their family, friends, pets, hobbies, etc.  I encourage the students to fill the poster with color, including drawing pictures in the given areas.  However, you may choose to attach photos in the boxes.  I will display the poster on our Star Student bulletin board and students will present their poster on Friday mornings.

Uniforms:

Please review the school uniform policy to ensure you child is correctly dressed.  Uniforms include proper shoes.  If your child is not in proper uniform, a note will be sent home as a reminder so the problem can be quickly fixed. 
Chapel:  

Every Wednedsay you child will participate in an all-school chapel session in the sanctuary.  Third grade will be leading chapel in May so watch for details in our weekly newsletter.  Parents are welcome to attend and can meet us in the chapel at 2:40 pm on.  The last Wednesday of each month will be small group devotion and therefore Chapel will not take place on those days.   
Medication Slips:

For safety reasons there are strict rules about medicine in school.  Students are NOT allowed to keep any medication in their desk or backpack.  If a student needs to take medicine during the school day it must be turned into me as soon as the child arrives for the day.  It must be in its original container with a permission slip filled out to know exactly how much and when to administer the medication.

Memory Work:

Each month your child will be required to learn and memorize a specific verse from the Bible.  I have attached the list of the memory verses for each month for your reference.  At the end of each month the students will be expected to recite the entire verse, book and chapters from memory.

Changes in Transportation:

If you plan to pick up a child that normally rides the bus, you must send a written note (which can be written in your child’s planner) or placed in plastic sleeve in your child’s binder.  Do not rely on your child to tell me this information.  If no written note is received, your child will be sent home by his/her usual method of transportation.
